Proposed Amendments to the Articles of Incorporation

The first sentence of Article III of the Articles of Incorporation is hereby amended to read as follows:

The corporation is organized exclusively for non-profitable purposes within the meaning of Section 501501(c)(6) of the
Internal Revenue Code (or corresponding section of any future Federal tax code).

The second sentence of Article VIII, Section A is hereby amended to read as follows:

All directors of the Corporation shall be deemed expressly to have consented and agreed that upon such dissolution or
similar winding-up of the affairs of the Corporation, whether voluntary or involuntary, the assets of the Corporation then
remaining in the hands of the Board, after satisfaction of the Corporation's liabilities, shall be distributed to the National
Council of Architectural Registration Boards, a nonprofit corporation exempt from federal income tax under Section
501(c)(6) of the Internal Revenue Code.

The second paragraph of Article VIII, Section A, is hereby deleted in its entirety.

Article VIII, Section B is hereby amended to read as follows:

No part of the net earnings of the Corporation shall inure to the benefit of, or be distributable to its members, trustees,
directors, officers or other private persons, except that the Corporation shall be authorized and empowered to pay
reasonable compensation for services rendered and to make payments and distributions in furtherance of Section 501(c)(6)
purposes.

Notwithstanding any other provision of these articles, the Corporation shall not carry on any other activities not
permitted to be carried on by a corporation exempt from Federal income tax under Section 501(c)(6) of the Internal
Revenue Code (or corresponding section of any future Federal tax code).



Proposed Changes to the By-Laws

ARTICLE II - MISSION

Upon such dissolution or similar ending of the affairs of the Conference, after satisfaction of the Conference’s liabilities,
the remaining funds shall be distributed to the Conferences’ Articles of Incorporation
